Mr. Richard Garcia stated he is present this evening to make a suggestion to the
City of Highland to take over weed abatement responsibilities from the County of
San Bernardino. He feels the County of San Bernardino has mismanaged their
weed abatement program and this has affected the City of Highland in a negative
way. His thoughts are the City of Highland could benefit greatly by taking over
the weed abatement responsibilities from the county.

Ms. Hope McKenzie stated she is aware there are certain code violations
according to the City of Highland and she is wondering how these possible
violations will affect businesses. She would like to inquire if there are any
concessions which can be made for businesses that have storage containers
which are directly used in the business but appears to be a code violation by city
standards.
